Portfolio Reports:

Transport & Roads – Following an agreed ‘temporary’ diversion by Cornwall Council, water is still running off the road at Trebarrow into a field.  This should have been diverted properly now to avoid the run-off into the field  and CCllr Chopak will check on situation.  Highways funding will be discussed at a meeting on 8th October at 7pm and it may be possible to bundle requirements together between Parishes to make best use of the money.  The Parish Council has community benefit money available if necessary.  Cllrs Beesley and Snowden will attend the meeting and Oliver Jones is due to visit each Parish prior to the meeting.  Many potholes are still causing problems – a list was given to Cllr Snowden who will report them and CCllr Chopak will drive around and then chase up if necessary.
BAN –  It is intended to start some training sessions on planning etc starting from September.  An update is due on Bude/Stratton Hospital.  There have been some issues since Holsworthy took over Stratton Medical Centre but time is needed to make the changes necessary.
Parish Hall – New windows are due to be installed within the next week, then wall ties and insulation can be done.
