There still needs to be agreement from the Government to provide the additional £3m needed.

It was noted that the bridge in North Tamerton need to be repaired again and the Cornish sign is missing – it appears to have been cut down.  There are also numerous large potholes needing attention.  CCllr Chopak said that she would look into these issues.
